Motivation/Procedure:                ___see back/attached paper also

•Talk about some of the great things about being outside in the rain: 

—umbrellas, splashing in the puddles, getting wet, etc.


•Show how to draw an umbrella:    
•Talk about how to draw people (head, body, arms, legs, feet, side view)

•What might they be doing? —running, jumping, standing 

     They might overlap: —start with one person in front, draw other others behind, cannot see all of them 

“What does overlap mean?” —something is in front of something else
“What would they be said?” —“watch out”, “stop splashing”, etc.

•Show examples
•Hand out markers (one tray per 2 students)

•Hand out mat paper

•Hand out drawing paper

Only one piece of paper per child (unless there is a major problem). Try to get them to figure out how to fix it or use it.
