Discuss examples shown in stages:

•begin with crayon for the tree trunk and branches (they start looking like the letter Y).

•Add house and people with markers. Don’t forget a way to get in and out!


               (Do not put markers out until some are ready to use them)


•Use crayons or markers for leaves

Special Notes:

If they finish early, encourage them to add more (people, rooms) or write a poem, sentence, or song about the tree house. They could also do a “show and tell” to share how they get into and out of the tree house.
